This is what I received from the Lord, and in turn
passed on to you: that on the same night he was
betrayed, the Lord Jesus took some bread, and thanked
God for it and broke it, and he said: "This is my body,
which is for you; do this as a memorial of me.” In the
same way he took the cup after supper, and said, “This
cup is the new covenant in my blood. Whenever you
drink it, do this as a memorial of me.” Until the Lord
comes, therefore, every time you eat this bread and
drink this cup, you are proclaiming his death.

Commend the members of your family to God's loving care.

Intercede for those who are hungry and homeless.

Leader: At the Saviour’'s command and tormed by divine
teaching, we dare to pray:

thy kingdom come,
thy will be done
on earth as it i3 in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread,
and forgive us our trespasses,
as we forgive those who trespass against us;
and lead us not into temptation,
but deliver us from evil. Amen.
